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Coffs Coast exceeds State waste targets

In 2008, recycling by Coffs Coast Waste Services exceeded targets set by the NSW State Government for 2014. 

The Department of Environment and Climate Change Waste Avoidance and Resource Recovery Strategy 2007, set(s) the recycling target for municipal waste at 66% which is to be achieved by 2014.  Coffs Coast Waste Services figures for 2008 reflect a minimum of 66% waste that was diverted from landfill via mixed recycling; processed in the Handybin materials recovery facility, and the processing of organics through the Biomass facility. 

The recycling and organics that were recovered in 2008 equated to 66% of total waste collected by Coffs Coast Waste Services. This figure does not take into account the additional recovery of recyclable materials from general waste (red lidded bins) that is processed at the Biomass facility. 

Special Projects Officer for Handybin Waste Services, Ms Gerry McGilvray, said that this result was far higher than most Councils within the State, and could partially be attributed to the successful introduction of the organics collection in 2007. 
“We are very pleased that we have already reached State targets for recycling 5 years ahead of schedule. Recycling from households in the region is continuing to increase and now we would like to see businesses and commercial premises follow by recycling more” said Ms McGilvray.
